Write on both sides. Do not write in the margin space.

During the last thirty minutes, you will not be allowed to leave the hall.

A Candidate is liable to be expelled from the examination hall and his/her case will be reported to the Registrar / Concerned officer

(i) Speaks to or communicates in any other way with any other candidate while the examination is going on,

(i)  Or takes with him/her any answer-book written or blank or Question Papers, while leaving the examination hall during

A warning bell will be given ten minutes before the close of the examination. At the second bell, You must stop writing and be
ready to hand over answer-book to the Room Superintendent.
